Hellish waters and haunted pools,

witches’ cauldrons and the devil’s waters —

a whole world to experience in water and stone.
Welcome to the realm of the gorge ghost and his
goblins!

Everyone has heard of ghosts and spirits, goblins
and dwarfs. They are said to make their home in
untouched natural settings. But only a few people
have ever seen them for themselves...

Far back in the Leutasch valley, when we walk through
the gateway to the gorge and enter the forest, we feel
a strange and mysterious reality all around us. For this
is the realm of the gorge ghost, who brews mischief
deep down in his roaring castle of churning, spraying
whirlpools and eddies, crashing waterfalls and bizarre,
craggy rock faces. A daring ascent brings us a breathta-
king look at where the gorge ghost dwells. The gorge
goblins and water dwarfs live all the way at the end of
the gorge, which plunges to depths of as much as
75 meters. All of them are natural beings, and we can
only see and hear them when we leave our everyday
lives behind and immerse ourselves in the mysterious
world of the Leutascher Geisterklamm Gorge.

THREE ROUTES THROUGH THE
REALM OF THE GORGE GHOST

The “Klammgeistweg” Gorge Ghost Trail is 3,000 meters
long, including a daring 800-meter walkway. The gorge’s
resident ghost tells all about the mysteries of his realm
at various stopping points. The “Koboldpfad” Goblin Trall
is 1,900 meters long. It runs from the gorge kiosk in Mit-
tenwald up into the Leutasch Gorge via the glacier-cut

rock face. Along the path, goblins tell about geological
formations in the gorge and about the power of glaciers
during the Ice Age. At the gorge exit, near Mittenwald,
the 200-meter “Wasserfallsteig” Waterfall Tralil takes hi-
kers deep into the gorge, ending at a 23-meter waterfall
(entrance fee required).
